Fabiola, a Haitian born in the USA, emigrates to America with her mother. A snafu at the border
detains her mother so Fabiola greets her cousins in Detroit alone. She is thrust into the energy and
poverty of an inner-city high school. The casual violence and verbal abuse is balanced by strong
family ties and deep love. Still, Fabiola misses her mother. To try to speed her release, Fabiola
agrees to narc on a local drug dealer suspected of giving deadly drugs to rich Grosse Pointe kids.
Her spiritual guide is Papa Legba ("Bad Leg") a homeless man whose street corner song hints at
the turmoil to come. The school scenes are frighteningly dramatic (fights, threats, little real
teaching). Her three cousins lead tough lives: hiding in books, bad boyfriends, and unrequited love,
respectively. This reader was saddened to see Fabiola American-ized in this cold world. The plot is

gripping if, at times, histrionic. This tale will resonate with inner city youth and immigrants.
