Some of her best memories touring Route 66 are

walking through the historic La Posada Harvey House in Winslow, Arizona, eating green chile

enchiladas at Tia Sophia&#39;s in Santa Fe, going to the Sno-Cap in Seligman, AZ and listening to

Angel Delgadillo tell stories about Route 66.Her work has been featured by more than 30 major

outlets, including the New Yorker, Wall Street Journal, the Guardian, The Library of Congress,

Photographer&#39;s Forum, Rachael Ray, PBS, the CBC, BBC and NPR. Her exhibit based on

Counter Culture made Southwest Airlines&#39; top-ten list of things to see in America, and ABC

optioned the book for a television series. She currently lives in Los Angeles.

I am using this guide to prepare a detailed road trip of Route 66 through the states of Texas, New

Mexico, Arizona, and California. Of course, I am also consulting other well-known Route 66 guides

and maps. Route 66 is a kind of special trip where the itinerary, sights, accommodations and dining

changes frequently, so certain flexibility is needed. Moon's Route 66 Road Trip guide is very much a

classical guide such as you might find for any other tourist destination published by well-known

firms, with maps, pictures, addresses, phone numbers and prices of sights, hotels and restaurants.

Plenty of side trips and anecdotes are included. If I could take only one guide book on my Route 66

trip (which fortunately is not the case), this one would be it. This is a first edition, and I hope that

Moon will decide to publish new editions at an appropriate interval. The paperback version is

preferable to the electronic version for my purposes.

It will be invaluable to them

during their trip. I have volunteered to take the trip with them as I'm the only one with a smart phone

and they'll need someone to assist with the attractions along the way. But I think this book will be

enough to take them down the path.
