On the plus side, the sometimes absurd humor was what | was looking for with this book. It does
have its moments, some of the characters are genuinely entertaining without having to try too hard
(though some do try WAY too hard) and the story did have some good (if predictable)
moments.However, | was almost immediately cringing by the sheer volume of profanity that served
no purpose other than being there for its own sake. I’'m known to swear like a drunken sailor at
times and even | found it off-putting. Had it been less gratuitous and more used for effect | wouldn'’t
have had an issue.Additionally, the writer occasionally uses phrases that just make no sense in this
setting such as statements referencing subjects that simply don’t exist in this world, hence how
