However, I was satisfied by the fact

that any violence in the series has a reason to be there, and is never meaningless.My other gripe is

that I feel that, if the author was able to write such an amazing book series with so many tight

restrictions on themes in order to make it for a younger audience, it makes me wonder just how

much more deep and powerful her writing could get if she didn't have those restrictions.Overall, if

you love dragons, buy this series. It has been an inspiration to me and I am sure it will be to you as

well.
