historical details in each of his single page summaries. Bustard complements his writing with a
visually appealing blend of buggy-eyed illustrations, photography, and humor. While | initially balked
at the lack of dates in the body of the text, | now see how the colorful timeline on the last page is
more effective at depicting how the lives of the Reformers overlapped.One final note to parents: do
not be deceived by the simplicity of the title. This is a complex book, well-suited for independent
readers with approximately a 3rd grade reading level. Children will encounter full pages of text, with
words and terminology which may be unfamiliar to them (e.g., nonconformists, persecution, martyr,
commemorate). For this reason, | would advise parents do an initial read through with their child to
